Have you thought of what you would do if things fell apart? Many of
us know that we have a back-up, a support structure, a place to go if
the need strikes. But what about those who don’t? Where do they go?

Bev entered Pathways following a series of incidents that even she, a \
former contractor who worked overseas for many years, could not sur-
mount. A car accident landed Bev in the hospital, where she contract- ;;f
ed Covid. The resulting long hospital stay led to her losing her job, her
car, and finally her apartment. For the first time in her life, Bev found

herself homeless and struggling to provide for herself. Through her ECM Staff viite.d Bev during a tour of \
ECM Pathways Navigator, Bev was given a safe place to live at the Tiny
Home Village, a transitional housing project managed by the Albuquer-
gue Indian Center in the International District. Not only is she safe and off the streets, but the Tiny Home pro-
gram stresses self-care and encourages participants to take a month or two to recuperate before looking for em-
ployment or an apartment. This is a much-needed break for Bev, and she is now looking forward to the future.

Growing Awareness is also an established local grower for four Albuquerque nurseries
and sells plants weekly throughout April and May to Rehm’s Nursery, Plants of the South- \
west, Jericho Nursery, and Jackalope Nursery. Our box truck (a U-Haul in its former life)
that is used daily for food donation pickups, is turned into a plant delivery truck. We

strap in metal shelves and load up: a full truck can fit around 55 flats (990 plants) at one

time. A wholesale order from one nursery per week ranges from 8 to 100 flats!

We also donate a lot of plants every year to community groups and small farmers. May your gardens be fruitful
and abundant!
